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Elmon grecoromé dels primers segles de la nostra era ha
estat caracteritzat com una época de compilacié, antiquarisme i
admiraci6 dels models del passat, perd també com un periode
dinamic des del punt de vista del coneixement, i de gran difusio
d’idees, de técniques, i de saber. La tecnologia i la utilitzacié
generalitzada del llibre, tant en la fase de produccié com de difusio,
en sén un element determinant: el coneixement era impensable al
marge de 'escriptura i d'un suport fisic. Paral-lelament, la intensitat
en la contraposici6 ideologica entre la tradici6 grega (literaria,
cientifica, religiosa...) i els nous entorns culturals en qué aquesta
tradicio era imitada, adaptada o criticada, necessitaveni feien
augmentar els instruments a disposicié del coneixement. L’objectiu
d’aquesta jornada d’estudi és reflexionar sobre alguns d’aquests
aspectes que s6n determinants per descriure el panorama
intel-lectual i cultural grecoroma en aquest periode.

The first centuries of our era in the Graeco-Roman world
have been characterized as a period of compilation and
antiquarianism underpinned by an admiration for the models of the
Greek past, but also as an age that was particularly dynamic in terms
of the diffusion of new ideas and technologies. The use of the book as
a tool for the production, adaptation and diffusion of knowledge was
a crucial element in this context, since the spread of knowledge was
inconceivable without writings and media through which these
writings could be disseminated. At the same time, the interactions
between the ancient Greek literary, scientific and religious traditions
and the new cultural environments in which they were imitated,
reshaped or criticized, both required and favoured the growth of the
various instruments of knowledge. The aim of this one-day seminar is
to examine some of the key issues that shaped intellectual and
cultural development in the Graeco-Roman world.
